It is with deep sadness that we
inform you that John Snook, one of
our long-time members, passed away
early in October. John was one of the
founders of the Westchester Institute,
a graduate of our program, and a fac-
ulty member in the 1970’s and 1980’s.
He was President of the Board of
Directors from 1994 to 2000 and
remained interested in WITPP until his
death.

On December 1-2, WITPP spon-
sored a workshop by Donald E.
Kalsched, PhD, titled TTrraauummaa  aanndd  tthhee
SSoouull:: MMyyssttiiccaall  AAssppeeccttss  ooff
PPssyycchhootthheerraappyy  wwiitthh  tthhee  SSuurrvviivvoorrss  ooff
EEaarrllyy  TTrraauummaa, in Katonah, NY. Many
contemporary psychoanalytic writers
are acknowledging a non-rational or
“mystical” dimension to their practice,
something Jung’s work emphasized in
his theory of the “transcendent func-
tion.” Kalsched provided some dra-
matic examples of the way the
mythopoeic psyche (Jung) supplies
life-saving imagery and containing
narratives as if to fill the “gap” in self-
world relations opened up by child-
hood trauma. He explored how this
magical inner world also has a dark,
destructive side, becoming a powerful
defense and a source of resistance to
healing, and demonstrated how work-
ing playfully within the bi-personal
field with dreams and metaphor can

bypass this resistance, leading to con-
tact with, and eventual recovery of,
the lost soul. 

WITPP also offers treatment to
those with financial hardships through
its Referral Service for the institute’s
candidates.
